CALL TO AUDIENCE:  Judy Horton complimented the department of public works on the work  

they did in the park and the village.  The park looks beautiful.   
 
MANAGER’S REPORT:  Mr. Sawyer reviewed his manager’s report with council and with those  

in the audience.  He stated he received a request last Friday from the library for a listing of 
items that were reduced from the requested amounts in the next year’s budget so he did a 
three-page spreadsheet, which showed all of the areas that the council did not grant the 



  

requested amounts.  Councilperson Ockerman stated he resented that and the library was out 
of line.  He understood Mr. Sawyer was being cooperative, but it was not the library’s 
business.  Mr. Sawyer advised there was a letter to the editor in the Sunday Independent and 
he did not know if the library received his cut list prior to or after the editorial was submitted.  
Councilperson Ockerman asked if the cut list was sent to the library yet.  Mr. Sawyer advised 
yes.  Councilperson Ockerman stated he was very upset.  The city council are elected officials 
who make the decisions, and an explanation was given to the library.  Councilperson 
Ockerman further stated Mr. Sawyer did not need to do anything further.

821, $3,750 to be paid out of line item 591-556-821, and $10,000 out of line item 101-441-
818 and authorize the mayor to sign the contract.

CONSIDER PURCHASE OF TABLES AND CHAIRS FOR COMMUNITY CENTER:  Bayless  

moved, Hornus seconded to authorize the purchase of tables and chairs for the community 
center including a storage rack in an amount not to exceed $3,000 to be paid out of line item 
101-692-745 and authorize the city manager to obtain bids and execute the purchase.  
Councilperson Bayless advised the new tables and chairs will go into the community center 
and the older tables will be moved to the commercial building.  He further advised the new 
tables and chairs would never be moved out of the community center.  Councilperson 
Ockerman stated he liked the idea until he saw the cost.  The community room could be 
rented out for the next hundred years without recouping what was spent.  Councilperson 
Bayless advised the community center has a table shortage.  Councilperson Ockerman asked 
if the community center needed that many table and chairs.  Janet Washburn advised there is a 
trailer rally coming to the park this weekend, and they need chairs for 160 to 180 people.  
Mayor Billis asked how many trailers would be in the park.  Ms. Washburn advised 50 
trailers.  She further advised the lower level of the community center has been rented out for 
an evening dinner, and the ballroom dancers will be in the upper level.  She also advised that 
close to $2,000 in rental fees would be paid to the city for this particular weekend.  
Councilperson Ockerman stated the existing chairs could be moved to the commercial 
building.  Ms. Washburn stated council should take a look at some of the tables.  Some of the 
tables are not in good shape, but they are good enough to be moved to the commercial 
building.  Mr. Sawyer advised the tables take a lot of abuse when they are moved back and 
forth between the commercial building and the community center.  Councilperson Ockerman 
asked what the total amount was.  Mr. Sawyer advised $3,000.  Councilperson Ockerman 
asked if the tables would be stored on table racks.  Ms. Washburn advised yes.  Councilperson 
Ockerman asked if the bids included table racks.  Ms. Washburn advised no, there are table 
racks in the community center.  Councilperson Ockerman stated he felt it would be better to 
have a table rack.  He asked if anyone had any idea on what a table rack would cost.  Ms. 
Washburn advised a table rack would probably cost more than $100.  Mayor Billis asked if 



  

the table rack would cost under $500.  Ms. Washburn advised yes.  Councilperson Ockerman 
suggested purchasing a table rack and eliminating a table and some chairs in order to keep the 
cost under $3,000.  Ms. Washburn advised she would gladly do that.  Councilperson Runyan 
suggested building a table rack instead of purchasing one because it would be cheaper.

VIDEO PRESENTATION BY RON DEAN:  Mayor Billis asked Mr. Dean how long his 
presentation  

would take.  Mr. Dean advised 15 to 20 minutes.  Councilperson Ockerman suggested ending 
the presentation at 8:00 p.m.  Mr. Dean passed out pictures and maps of the McBride Drain 
District.  Councilperson Ockerman stated he had no objection if State Representative Julian 
needed a few minutes beyond 8:00 p.m.  Mr. Dean stated State Representative Julian was 
present the same night he made his presentation to Caledonia Township.  Mr. Dean further 
stated State Representative Julian heard his concerns and that is why he was present tonight.  
Mr. Dean pointed out where the actual drain issue was at in the McBride Drain District.  
Councilperson Ockerman asked if the drainage issue was at McNeil Street and Dutcher Street.  
Mr. Dean advised no, the problem was on M-71 just outside of the Corunna city limits.  He 
explained the drain district goes from Kerby Road to the east, Hibbard Road to the south, 
State Road to the west and to the top of Parmenter Road to the north.  He further explained 
the water runs down to the railroad track drain, crosses M-71, runs down to the old railroad 
track bed then across the filled property in Caledonia Township, which is just outside the city 
limit property line, and down M-71.  He stated 90 percent of the water stays on the south side 
of the railroad track and is filling the top of the Corunna Surface Drain before the drain starts 
to flow.  He further stated he has contacted the drain commissioner’s office, and they are 
assuring him that something is going to happen with that drain.  But if something does not 
happen then the city council needs to take action by declaring eminent domain, abandoning 
the right-of-way, or filling in the area by the end of the city limits.  He also stated this would 
stop the water from coming down the railroad track bed.  Councilperson Runyan asked Mr. 
Dean if he received an answer from the railroad.  Mr. Dean advised he received a letter from 
Bill Barclay, who is the land manager for the Strikes Corporation, and they are denying 
access to that property for fear of contaminated soil being present either incidentally or 
accidentally.  Mr. Dean played his video for council and the audience to view, which shows 
the quantity of water that is coming off the railroad track bed.  He stated he told the city 
assessor in 1995 that there would be problems when the railhead was removed.  He further 
stated Mr. Svrcek dug a ditch behind his house, which protects his house in that area, but 
now, the water is running in front of his house.  He also stated he was willing to wait to see if 
the drain commissioner’s office will come through with something that will solve the 
problem.  Mr. Dean advised that Tina Hornus has assured him that something will be done 
within the next two or three months, but council has to be ready if something is not done.  Mr. 
Dean further advised the water will be 10 times as bad the next time because the Michigan 
Department of Transportation has closed off the ditch, and there is no way that amount of 
water will go into a 24-inch intake.  Councilperson Ockerman asked what the Michigan 
Department of Transportation was doing in that area because he has noticed that the ditch and 
drain on the south side of the road has been widened.  Mr. Sawyer stated the drain starts off as 
a 48-inch drain and reduces as it travels down the highway.  The drain was designed to handle 
the highway water and not to divert the McBride Drain water in any way, shape or form.  He 
further stated he and Mr. Crawford went out to the work site several weeks ago and walked 
the whole rail bed.  The area was fairly dry, but a trickle of water was seen coming down the 
old rail bed even though it had not rained in a week.  He also stated when it rains at least one-
half of the water shed that washes into town overwhelms the Corunna Surface Drain, which 
he and Mr. Crawford suspects ends up in the city’s sanitary sewer.  The water level gets 



  

above the manhole level for the sanitary sewer so the water goes right into the sanitary.  
Mayor Billis stated this area might be a major water infiltration site.  He asked State 
Representative Julian if he had anything to say.  State Representative Julian stated he wanted 
to applaud Mr. Dean for doing a whale of a job in documenting the situation.  State 
Representative Julian further stated he happened to go out to the area in February when there 
was water going across the road.  Last Friday, he met with Bernie Butcher from the drain 
commission and Jack Powell from the road commission.  The situation is a concern to 
everyone, and the Michigan Department of Transportation will have to get involved.  State 
Representative Julian advised he was told the drain commission could do a few things until it 
gets to M-71, but the problem then becomes a Michigan Department of Transportation 
problem.  He further advised he hopes that all of the agencies involved will get something 
going.  Everyone agrees that the situation needs to be corrected, but obviously, the situation 
will take dollars to fix it.  Mr. Sawyer advised the city does have some corporate limits that is 
draining into the McBride Drain.  Mr. Dean stated the path water is supposed to go to the 
Hawkins Bridge and Kerby Road area, but the water is going to the city dam before it has 
time to spread out naturally.  Mayor Billis advised the city cannot solve the problem by itself 
and agreed that all of the agencies need to work together to fix the situation.  Ockerman 
moved, Hornus seconded to instruct the city manager to investigate the McNeil Street drain 
problem and report back to council at the July 2, 2001 council meeting.  Councilperson 
Runyan asked why the water was going all of the way to the City of Corunna and out to 
Kerby Road instead of being routed straight north to the river.  Mayor Billis advised there 
was a motion on the table to have the city manager investigate the situation and report back to 
council.  Mr. Sawyer advised the McBride Drain is an old county drain, which predates the 
Corunna Surface Drain.

There is also some equipment that is 
worn out that needs replacing.  He further advised the city received a check for $2,000 on 
Friday from the insurance company so the good news is the city will get $4,500 worth of  
 
equipment, and it will only cost the city $2,500.  Bayless moved, Hornus seconded to 
authorize the purchase of summer recreation equipment in an amount not to exceed $4,500 to 



  

be paid out of line item 101-698-763 and authorize the city manager to obtain bids and 
execute the purchase.

CONSIDER WIA WORK SITE AGREEMENT (SUMMER YOUTH):  Mayor Billis asked if the city  

manager was entering into a contract with these people.  Mr. Sawyer advised the ordinance 
specifies the mayor, clerk, city manager and legal council need to sign all agreements and 
contracts in the city.  He further advised according to the city attorney’s legal opinion all of 
the signatures were required for employment contracts and Michigan Department of 
Transportation contracts.  Until the ordinance is revised, it would be safe to operate under 
past practices.  Mayor Billis stated so the answer to the question would be yes.  Mr. Sawyer 
advised yes.  Mayor Billis asked if Mr. Sawyer was asking council to approve the contract 
without the mayor or clerk signing the documents.  Mr. Sawyer stated ignoring past practice 
would not authorize him to sign the contract nor would it authorize the mayor to sign any of 
the issues that council authorized him to sign this evening.  Ockerman moved, Hornus 
seconded to authorize the city manager to negotiate and enter into a WIA Worksite 



  

Agreement with Baker College of Owosso Business and Corporate Services Division for the 
summer of 2001.  Mr. Sawyer stated the ordinance relating to signatures on documents and 
the lack of a purchasing ordinance are two priorities for him come July 1 because they need to 
be addressed and fixed.  Mayor Billis stated the two issues should have been addressed and 
fixed prior to this meeting.  Councilperson Hornus asked if the agreement would cost the city 
anything.  Mr. Sawyer advised no.  Councilperson Hornus asked why procedures, time sheets, 
payroll was in the contract.  Mr. Sawyer advised Baker College would supply a supervisor 
who would handle all those things.  In the past, the program was kind of troublesome, and it 
took a lot of Mr. Crawford’s time.  Councilperson Ockerman asked Mr. Crawford if he was 
comfortable with the agreement.  Mr. Crawford advised he needed to see what the 
supervisor’s responsibilities would be.  He further advised he wanted the kids to do some 
painting in the park last year and was told the kids could not paint.  Mr. Sawyer stated the 
kids were too young.  He further stated he would be working with Mr. Crawford on the 
agreement to make sure both of them were comfortable with the agreement.  Councilperson 
Ockerman asked if there would be any city liability.  Mr. Sawyer advised no, Baker College 
would carry worker’s compensation on the workers.  Councilperson Mehigh asked if the kids 
would be over 16 years old so they would be able to do more things.  Mr. Sawyer advised yes.  
Mr. Crawford advised he was originally told the kids could paint last year and that is what he 
had the kids do, but after two-thirds of the painting was done, he was told the kids could not 
paint so he told the college he could not use the kids.  Mayor Billis asked Mr. Sawyer if he 
knew the ordinance well enough to advise council who is supposed to sign contracts.  Mr. 
Sawyer advised the ordinance states all agreements and contracts are to be signed by the 
mayor, city manager, clerk and legal council.  Mayor Billis asked if the city attorney gave Mr. 
Sawyer a legal opinion.  Mr. Sawyer advised the city attorney gave council a legal opinion 
and that is what the ordinance states, but that has never been the city’s practice other than for 
employment contracts and Michigan Department of Transportation contracts.  Mayor Billis 
asked Mr. Sawyer if he could see any reason for putting something into the city’s ordinance 
that would protect the city.  Mr. Sawyer advised not the way the ordinance is written now.  If 
council looks at the intent issue, it was clearly not council’s intent to have the city attorney 
review every Stu Coutts Pavilion lease agreement.  He further advised it would not make a lot 
of sense to receive a $25 rental fee and pay a $75 legal bill every time the facility is rented.

He 
informed the audience there is a progress meeting every Friday with the contractors and the 
Michigan Department of Transportation, which gives the residents and business owners a 
chance to ask questions and to resolve problems.
