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10 % of the membership money for the Friends goes into a reserved fund at the end 
of each calendar year for rebuilding the wrap around porch and porte- cochere on 
the Webster Davis-Kribs home.  The historical commission will match that amount.   
The combined amount will add over $590.00 to this porch fund for 2006.
